Vehicle Safety Reminder - The Move Over Act
of the Department of Highway Safety and Motor
Vehicles, advertised since July 1, 2002, states
that when an authorized emergency vehicle or
wrecker is pulled off the side of the road and
displaying flashing lights other drivers must move
over at least one lane away from the emergency
vehicle or if this is not possible the driver must
slow down to at least 20 mph under the posted
speed limit. This law was created to save the
lives of the emergency vehicle drivers. A fine and
points on your driver's license can be issued
when you fail to obey this law.
