Check their mission and how the money
will be spent.

Listen to your instincts

Always give a check payable to the
organization, never to an individual.
Avoid giving cash.

Check if they are a registered charity
(they must be in Florida) by calling 1-800-
435-7352 or www.800helpfla.com.
Donations are tax deductible if given to
credible charities so ask if the donation is
tax deductable.

Don't be pressured.

Need help or think you have been scammed?
Call Justice & Consumer Service at 464-6200.
