Email - Writing a Meaningful Subject Line  

A meaningful subject line can make the difference 
between getting your message across to club 
members or having it go straight to the trash 
without being opened. Before you hit the send 
button please take a minute to write a subject line 
that accurately describes the content.  

Subject Line Example 1:  NPWC 

What does that mean? Ms. Clubmember has a lot 
of email in her box or she is short on time and is 
scanning her email. Doesn’t know what it’s about. 
Ok, it’s from the club. So what? Maybe she’ll just 
ignore it, forgets about it or tosses it in the trash.  

Subject Line Example 2:  NPWC – XYZ 
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Committee Meeting is on 3/20/10 

Right away Ms. Clubmember will know it’s about 
a committee meeting and she can start thinking 
about the meeting, if it pertains to her and if it’s 
worth opening up the email. 

Bottom Line:  Be considerate of your fellow club 
members. Please be specific when emailing the 
club by using a meaningful subject line. Email is a 
great communication tool. Use it effectively to get 
the result you want.
